A reading from the Holy Gospel of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ as recorded by the evangelist 

Luke. Glory to you, O Lord. 
 

25Just then a lawyer stood up to test Jesus. "Teacher," he said, "what must I do to inherit eternal 

life?" 26He said to him, "What is written in the law? What do you read there?" 27He answered, 

"You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your 

strength, and with all your mind; and your neighbor as yourself." 28And he said to him, "You have 

given the right answer; do this, and you will live." 

 29But wanting to justify himself, he asked Jesus, "And who is my neighbor?" 30Jesus replied,

 Reception of the Eucharist under one kind (bread or wine) is valid communion for those who must avoid 

either for health reasons. 

 If you are unable to go to the altar for communion, please notify an usher or the pastor, so that communion 

may be brought to you in your pew.
